This request for expressions of interest follows the general procurement notice for Corporate Financial Reporting Enhancement Project (CFREP) – Albania TF098923, that appeared in the United Nations Development Business on line on 5 May 2011 and will be published in paper form (Issue 799 of 31 May 2011), in the Public Procurement Agency Bulletin dated 16 May 2011 and also in the Ministry of Finance of Albania website and local newspapers.  

The Government of Albania has received a grant in an amount not to exceed Euro (€ 1,250,000) (“Grant”) from the International Bank for Reconstruction and Development (World Bank) to finance the Corporate Financial Reporting Enhancement Project (CFREP) – Albania TF098923 and intends to apply part of the proceeds of this grant to payments under the contract for “Local Project Coordinator- full time position”. The project is financed under a Swiss State Secretariat for Economic Affairs (SECO) grant, administered by the Bank and executed by the Ministry of Finance.

The Corporate Financial Reporting Enhancement Project (CFREP) seeks to support the first three year phase of implementation of the Country Action Plan (CAP), in the context of an integrated programmatic approach to support improving financial reporting in Albania. The project finances preparation of studies and conducts workshops to facilitate the reforms decision making process of the key policy makers and stakeholders, in order to raise their awareness of pending institutional development challenges to be undertaken in the subsequent phases, with World Bank technical advice. 

This request for expression of interest refers to the need for a full-time local project coordinator.  The assignment’s overall objective is to provide assistance to the deputy Minister of Finance and Reform Implementation Group (RIG) in managing the implementation of CFREP project foreseen actives. 
The local project consultant is expected to perform the following tasks: 1) Provide assistance to the deputy Minister of Finance in charge of supervising the project implementation with regard to coordination of activities as envisaged in the project assessment document. 2) Assist RIG in performing its expected role. 3) Maintain frequent communication with the stakeholder institutions and members of the National Steering Committee (NSC). 4) Maintain contact and cooperation with the International strategic consultant and facilitate his communication with the deputy Minister of Finance, RIG and other stakeholders. 5) Maintain communication with the World Bank’s CFRR. 6) Cooperate with and maintain the communication of the CFCU with RIG and project stakeholder with regard to administrative arrangements for project implementation. 7) Provide feedback to the deputy Minister of Finance, RIG and stakeholders on the project implementation. 8) Assist in the preparation of semi-annual and annual reports to Government and Donors. 9) Perform other duties as may be required for coordination and implementation of project activities.

The individual local project coordinator shall have the following qualifications: 1) A bachelor degree in Accounting, Finance or Business 2) A Master degree in Business Administration or Master in Accounting and Finance is an advantage 3) Relevant work experience would be an advantage 4) Excellent knowledge of English and Albanian 5) Ability to write concise reports 6) Ability to communicate and coordinate efficiently and problem solving orientation. 
The assignment is expected to start in July 2011, and is expected to terminate upon project completion in October 2013. 

The local project management consultant is expected to sign initially a six month contract which will be prolonged based on satisfactory performance. This is a full-time assignment. 
The consultant will reside at the premises of the Ministry of Finance, and report to the Deputy Minister of Finance. He/She will deliver bimonthly reports on the work performed, which will be prepared in English and Albanian language and will be approved by the Deputy Minister of Finance. 

During the course of the work under this Contract, the consultant will complete timesheets to identify the time spent. Timesheets will be subject of approval by the Deputy Minister of Finance.

The service will be selected under the provisions of the World Bank Guidelines for the selection and employment of the consultants (May 2004, modified in October 2006 and May 2010), based on the method of Selection of Individual Consultants (IC), Time- Based Contract.
