1. This Invitation for Bids (IFB) follows the General Procurement Notice (GPN) for this project that appeared in UNDB online on June 2008 and The Public Procurement Agency of Albania, Bulletin No. 24, on 16 June 2008.

The Government of Albania (hereinafter called “Recipient”) has received a Multi Donor Trust Fund from the International Development Association (IDA) (hereinafter called “grant”) toward the cost of Capacity Building and Support to Implement the Integrated Planning System (IPS) in Albania. The Recipient intends to apply a portion of the funds to eligible payments under the contract resulting from this IFB: “Rehabilitation of the Main System Center and Business Continuity Center” in the Ministry of Finance of Albania, Ref. 08.13 of the Procurement Plan.

The Central Finance and Contracting Unit (CFCU) in the Ministry of Finance, Albania serves as the implementing agency for the project and now invites sealed bids from eligible Bidders for “Rehabilitation of the Main System Center and Business Continuity Center” in the Ministry of Finance of Albania. The Albanian Ministry of Finance intends to provision a new Data Centre for the Service Platform and its mission-critical IT applications and rehabilitate the existing Business Continuity Centre (BCC). The new Data Centre is to be fully integrated with the existing building infrastructure and IT systems which will be relocated from the two existing rooms used as computer rooms.

4. Bidding will be conducted using the International Competitive Bidding (ICB) procedures specified in the World Bank’s Guidelines: Procurement under IBRD Loans and IDA Credits, edition of May 2004, Revised October 2006 and May 2010, and is open to all Bidders eligible as defined in these Guidelines, that meet the following minimum qualification criteria:

Financial Capability

The Bidder shall furnish documentary evidence that it meets the following financial requirement(s): 

· Average annual turnover of Euro 500.000 over any of the last three years supported by annual turnover declarations and/or financial management reports certified by the Tax Office;

Experience and Technical Capacity

The Bidder shall furnish documentary evidence to demonstrate that it meets the following experience requirement(s):  
· At least 1 reference of similar contract successfully carried out within the last three years with certificates of satisfaction issued by the employers;

· Reference list of goods supplied and delivered during the last three years, quantities, values, delivery time and contact information of the buyers;

· Copy of ISO Certificate of the manufacturer;

· Manufacturer’s authorization forms if supplier is not the manufacturer;

· After sales services and spare parts necessary to guarantee a proper and continuing functioning of the system for a period of two years;

· Key staff to undertake installation and putting the system in operation.  Must have the necessary qualifications and experience.  CVs of the key personnel must be submitted with the Bid

· Bidder must have at least ten employees and proof from competent authorities for their insurance submitted.
